According to the U.S. Department of Energy, neat biodiesel (100% biodiesel) reduces carbon 
dioxide emissions by more than 75% over petroleum diesel. Biodiesel also produces fewer 
emissions of particulate matter, carbon monoxide, and sulfur dioxide—all classified as air 
pollutants under the Clean Air Act.* 

“Besides the obvious environmental benefits,” adds Seitz, “biodiesel is both affordable and 
convenient to use since no retrofitting of our installation fleet is required and fuel will be 
delivered to us twice a month.”
